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Location: The Georgia Room is located in room 131; and, the Archives are located in rooml 32 

in the northwest comer of the William S. Smith Library. Because of the irreplaceable nature of 

the material in these rooms, the non-circulating collections are locked and only open for 

browsing and use with prior approval from a library staff member.
