PARKING/DRIVING RULES & REGULATIONS

DRIVING
Speed Limit
   The Campus has a 25-mph speed limit on College Park Drive and Brooks Avenue.  Please adhere to the designated speed to ensure the safety of the Campus Community.  
Pedestrian Crossing
· There are several areas designated for pedestrian crossing on campus.  Approach these areas cautiously and stop for anyone attempting to enter or already in the crosswalk.  Pedestrians have the right of way in the crosswalks.  
Hands Free
· In Georgia, it is illegal for drivers to have a phone in their hand or to use any part of their body to support their phone while operating a motor vehicle.  For your safety and the safety of others, put your phones away.
PARKING
Permits
· Only residential students and employees who park in Childs Circle are required to have a parking permit.  Commuter students are NOT required to have a permit.  
· Residential students should have received a permit during check-in.  If you need a permit, stop by the Police Department after 6:00 p.m.  You will need your driver’s license and your vehicle and tag information.
· Permits should be placed on the rear window on the bottom left exterior.  For soft-tops, the decal should be placed on the driver’s side rear bumper.  You will be given a matching hanging permit.
Designated Parking
There are ample spaces to park on campus.  Early arrival is suggested for prime parking.  Other areas may require a short walk.  Typically, one can walk from any parking lot to any building on campus within five minutes.
· [image: ]Childs Circle, in its entirety, is designated for employee and visitor parking.  This map clearly shows Childs Circle.  
· Tiger I residents should park in the Tiger I/Clower lot. Tiger II residents park in the Tiger II/Shannon lot.
· The loading/unloading area in front of Tiger Village II on the Douglas Campus is for emergency vehicles only.
· Do not back into angled parking spaces.  
· Parking is prohibited in the following areas:
· Handicap parking areas unless permitted by the State of Georgia.  The handicapped person must be in the vehicle, and the decal/tag assigned to the handicapped person must be visible.
· Walkways (normally are lined with white paint).
· Within 15 feet of any building or intersection.
· On the grass, sidewalks, or driveways.
· In visitors' spaces, unless you are a visitor to campus.
· In areas that are not designated as parking spaces.
· Only park along the roadway if there are designated spaces. The right tires should be no more than 12" from the curb.
Parking Penalties and Appeals
· The penalties for violating parking rules and regulations include fines, student conduct referrals, vehicle "boots", and loss of campus driving privileges.  Those parking on campus are responsible for any fines or fees associated with parking contrary to the Parking and Traffic rules.  
· Appeals must be filed within 7 days of receiving a parking citation.
